 Rules and Regulations in the Department of Paediatric Dentistry  

I. General regulations 

1. The internal Regulations  for students in the Department of Paediatric Dentistry are a complement to the Regulation of studies of the Medical University of Lodz

2. Students are obliged to punctual coming to didactic classes on time  according to  

the schedule.

3. Students are not allowed to change the group they were admitted to by the Dean’s Office.  

4. Students should change shoes, and while clinical classes should wear medical apron with attached badge.
5. Mobile phones should be turned off during lectures, seminars and practical classes.  Students should take care of the entrusted equipment; Students are financially responsible for any damage to dental devices and equipment – according to general regulations of the Medical University.   

II. Practical classes 

1. Students should respect ethical rules, medical confidentiality and present a positive attitude toward children given under their care during dental treatment.

2. During classes 4th and 5th students treat patients assigned to them by the tutor and perform appropriate procedures under his supervision 
3. Students are obliged to perform a certain number of particular dental  procedures in accordance with the curriculum

III. Requirements for getting credit for the course
1. Each series of classes ends with a credit on the basis of a written (test) or oral examination (colloquium).
2. The retake of the entering quiz or final test should take place on the term/date agreed with the tutor, not earlier than the following day
3. A student who has failed to perform the required number of clinical procedures or the level of his/her knowledge is not sufficient can be obliged by the Head of Department to attend additional clinical classes.
4. Each missed class must be made up by the student, as soon as possible, on the term/date agreed with the tutor. Unjustified absence from the entering quiz or final test results in loss of the term and unsatisfactory (filed) grade calculated into an arithmetic mean of semester quizzes.

5. Students should make up classes in the same semester they missed the classes 

The failure to get credit in Paediatric Dentistry in the semester makes student’s attending the classes of the subsequent semester impossible. 

6. The number of students making up a missed class is limited to 3 persons at one time.
