14. Course contents

	The course aims to gain basic knowledge and skills on caries risk assessment and  prevention of caries disease and selected pathological conditions of the oral cavity in children and adolescents.

Seminars and classes:

1. Dental care during the pregnancy. The influence of diet on odontogenesis process. Etiology and prevention of Early Childhood Caries (ECC). 

2. Nutritional factors in aetiology of oral diseases.
3. Kindergartens 

4. Anti-caries mechanisms of fluoride action. Fluoride agents and methods of topical fluoride applications, remineralization. Toxicology of fluoride. 
5. Detection and treatment of early caries lesions. Aetiology and prevention of non-carious loss of dental hard tissue in children and adolescents.

6. Occlusal norm in each period of the child’s life. Prevention of acquired malocclusions.

7. Physiology of deciduous and permanent periodontium. Introduction to the diagnosing and prophylaxis of oral mucosal and periodontal diseases in the developmental age.

15. Learning activities and teaching methods

	Seminars supported by multimedia presentations and clinical exercises. Clinical exercises on the assessment of the dentition status and caries intensity, analysis of the basic risk factors for the development of malocclusion, periodontal pathological changes, as well as lesions of non-carious origin in patients at developmental age. 
Practising in simulated conditions – role-playing and simulation of clinical communication.
