19. Assessment methods and criteria

	1.  The presence of students on all seminars and practical classes is compulsory.

2.  At the beginning of each class, students have to pass a short quiz (10 questions) that checks up on students’ preparation to the topic of the current class from recommended textbooks.

If a student fails the class-entering quiz (<60%, < 6 correct answers)  he/she is  permitted  to participate in clinical class. However, to  be permitted to participate in the following class, the student is obliged to retake (pass) the quiz on the next class seminar as well as the current entering quiz.

6 points – sufficient (3)
7 points –satisfactory (3.5)
8 points– good (4)
9 points - very good (4.5)
10 points –excellent (5)
3.  Student must make up all classes in the semester and pass all short (10 question) quizzes in order to be admitted to the semester final quiz (20 question test)

<12 points – failing grade

12-13 points – sufficient (3)

14-15 points –satisfactory (3.5)
16-17 points– good (4)
18-19 points - very good (4.5)
20 points –excellent (5)

4.  9th semester final grade is calculated is based on the results of all particular quizzes (including 10-question quizzes and the semester 20-question quiz) -an arithmetic mean of all semester grades including unsatisfactory (failing) grades.  The retake of entering quiz or final test should be taken on the term/date set by the tutor, which should be no

earlier than one day after missed class for class -entering quiz and 5 days for the final quiz.
Unjustified absence from entering quiz or final test results in a loss of the term and an unsatisfactory (failing) grade. 
Retakes: 2nd and 3rd term in the form of a test.
5. Student must make up all missed classes in the 10th semester, pass quizzes (10 questions quizzes and semester quiz), and prepare a written description of the child patient examination and treatment (“Case history”)  in order to be admitted to Practical exam
6. Student is obliged to perform required clinical procedures in child patients A student who has failed to perform the required number of clinical procedures or the level of his/her

knowledge is not sufficient can be obliged by the Head of Department to attend additional clinical classes.
Practical exam with verbal verification of theoretical knowledge takes place in the last class in the summer (10th) semester: students should take a clinical history and conduct dental examination on a chosen patient, plan special investigations, make the final diagnosis and formulate a dental treatment plan, perform required treatment procedures, and give the patient required instruction. 60% is the lowest passing grade. The exam includes the following criteria:

1. evaluation of history taking, dental examination, formulating diagnosis and dental treatment plan  

2. evaluation of practical skills 

3. the grade from the “Case history” of child patient. 
4. the mean grade from quizzes of 10th semester 
Each part of the exam is evaluated with grade and then calculated according to formula:

parts 1 and 3 x 2, part 2 x 4  and part 4 x 3 
Example of calculation: 

3.5x2 +  4x4 + 4x2 +3.5x3  =7 +16+8 +10.5= 41.5 points (grade 3.5)

Final theoretical test exam in electronic version takes place at the Central Exam  Center (COE) 
Final grade in Paediatric Dentistry is formulated according to the formula: 70% of grade of final exam (test questions) and 30% of grade of practical exam

Example of calculation: 

The student achieved:

· final grade of practical exam- grade 3.5 X 30%=105

· final grade of final test - grade 4.0 x 70%=280

105+280=385:100= 3.85 The mean is rounded to the nearest grade and the student achieves Final grade in Paediatric Dentistry 3.5 (satisfactory)

Final exam retakes  (2nd and 3rd terms) –in the form of a test (COE)


20. Additional info and support

	Rules for making up absences from classes:

· Each missed class must be made up by the student, as soon as possible, on the term/date agreed with the tutor.

Unjustified absence from class results in loss of the term of class- entering quiz or final quiz and unsatisfactory (failing) grade calculated into and arithmetic mean of semester quizzes. Students should make up classes in the same semester they missed the classes. The fail in getting credit in Paediatric Dentistry in the semester make student’s attending the classes of subsequent semester impossible. 
· The number of students making up a missed class is limited to 3persons at one time.
